INTRODUCTION

These instructions are a supplement to instruction book GEH-1789 which is included
in this book. The combination of the two form instructions for the IJC51D relay

DESCRIPTION

The 1JC51D relay is quite similar to the IJC51B relay. The only difference is
that the slope characteristic can be chosen by means of taps to be either 120, 130, or
150 percent. With eight amperes operating current and no restraint current, the
operating time will be 2.5 seconds from the No. 10 time dial setting, regardless of
slope percentage.

CONNECTIONS
The internal connections may be seen in Fig. 1 of this supplement. The outline

and panel drilling dimensions are shown in Fig. 9 of the included instruction book,
GEK-1789.
